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Administered jointly by Student Affairs and Finance.
Approval of requests through SA
‘’Banking” aspects managed by Finance.

Fund is “self replenishing” i.e.  its continued availability depends on repayment of loans made for emergency use.
It is the resource of last resort.  Students requests for access will have to demonstrate urgent need, and unavailability of alternate means of support. Alternative means of support includes but is not limited to : natural/family support if it is available; banks or other lending institutions; bursaries and other standard financial student support services.
Loans from the Emergency fund can be for varied needs. Provided the need is deemed valid(see process) and that no other funding is possible, Loans can be made using the following process;
Assistant Dean of Student Affairs, Director of Student Affairs, Two(2) student representatives will examine applications for the above qualifying criteria. Students will serve for two year terms and be selected by Year1 and 2 classes. DMNB students are encouraged to participate
Determination of eligibility for alternative funding will be carried out in conjunction with relevant agencies or services of Dalhousie University, prior to reviewing application
Application(s) will be reviewed on ad hoc basis, and with reference to the urgency of the request.
Applicants must have  made application for available student supports, bursaries through Dalhousie University.
Student applicants should have availed of Disability Insurance , made available during Orientation week to all students

Examples of situations which would qualify for emergency funding would include: Death or extreme illness in a family member elsewhere, no ready source of funding to travel.
Unexpected loss of source of financial support, with no means to replace loss, e.g.  marriage or relationship break up; unexpected financial problems in family supporting the student.
Other sudden and unexpected loss of financial support, e.g  from change in a government program/ policy.
Unexpected medical or dental costs or associated costs.
