SUBMISSION OF ABSTRACTS GUIDELINES
Please read the following instructions carefully.  All abstract submissions will be expected to comply with these format rules except where these are clearly inapplicable, e.g., case reviews, history of medicine articles, etc.

1. Abstracts must present a clear, concise summary of the work.  The body of the abstract must be subdivided and organized as far as possible to include:

Introduction

Design and Methods

Results

Conclusion

Use the headings to start the relevant paragraph.  Note that it is not acceptable to state “results will be discussed” or “data will be presented.”

2. Abstracts may be submitted by e-mail or on a stick ON THE FORM PROVIDED.
3. Please use the following format for the abstract:

a) Microsoft Word

b) One inch margins

c) Font style: New Times Roman

d) Font size: 10 point (maximum 27 lines with the 1” margins)

e) Capitalize the entire title.

f) State the authors’ names, listing first the author who would present the paper.

g) Underline all the authors’ names.

h) Do not include degrees, titles, institutional appointments or addresses.

i) Single space (no spaces between title and body or between paragraphs).

j) Use subtitles as instructed above (point #1) and indent each paragraph three spaces.

The following example maybe helpful:   Please keep in mind if it does not fit onto one page it will not be accepted.  Title in 11 Font Times New Roman, Authors in 11 Font Times New Roman, and the remainder of the document is in 10 Font Times New Roman

Use standard abbreviations, e.g.: cpm (counts per minute), cps (counts per second), Ci (curie), C (degrees Celsius), g (gram), IU (international unit), kg (kilogram), l or L (liter), m (meter), min (minute), M (molar), mol (mole), wk (week), yr (year), r (correlation coefficient), df (degrees of freedom), x (mean), NS (not significant), n (number of observations), p (probability), SD (standard deviation), SEM (standard error of the mean), t test (“Student’s” t test), F (variance ratio), Pco (partial pressure of CO), Po (partial pressure of O), % (percent), and / (per).  Place special or unusual abbreviations in parentheses after the full word, the first time it appears.  Use numerals to indicate numbers, except to begin sentences.  Non-proprietary (generic) names are required when a drug is mentioned, written in small letters.  Proprietary names may be given in parentheses the first time the drug is mentioned, e.g., acetazolamide (Diamox).

5. Please note that you can be first author on a maximum of two abstracts.
